Green Snaps Objectives and Judging Guidelines
The objectives of this competition are:

1. To enhance appreciation of nature and the relationship between the environment and humankind.

2. To inspire community members to explore their environment and become involved with local bio-diversity and environmental projects.

3. To provide a focus that attracts a wide range of community members to participate in an arts activity.

Open and Youth Sections

None of the judges are allowed to know the identity of any of the entrants before the winners are decided.  Green Snaps Committee is responsible to ensure that Committee Members, staff or volunteers do not reveal the identity of any of the artists, either generally or in connection with specific photographs, before the judging is completed.  

The photographs entered will be judged according to:

· Interpretation of the annual theme.

· Ability to inspire appreciation of nature and/or highlight the connection between the environment and humankind.

· Artistic merit.

· Technical merit.

· Overall impact.

The judging panel reserves the right to withhold awarding any or all prizes.  

The panel of three judges will be appointed by Green Snaps Committee.  Panel members will be chosen for a range of knowledge and skills in areas including, but not limited to: photography, environment, general arts, craft, media and communications.

Member for Katherine Award
This Award is judged at the absolute discretion of the Katherine Member for the Legislative Assembly (or their representative).

Library’s Choice

This Award is judged at the absolute discretion of the staff of the Katherine Town Library.

People’s Choice

These Awards (for the Open and Youth Sections) are decided by nominations from the general public visiting the Green Snaps exhibition.
